is viewed favourably, preferably in the field(s) of data analysis or monitoring and evaluation

e Experience in sociology, market research, psychometrics or polling would be beneficial

e High level of familiarity in quantitative and qualitative research methods

e Ability to work autonomously and efficiently under pressure, manage multiple tasks and meet
deadlines, while maintaining attention to detail and working effectively in a team

e Strong initiative, managing own use of time and self-motivated

e Excellent bilingual written communication and interpersonal skills; ability to represent GTS
professionallyin external relations; ability to explain complex matters in simple terms.
